Who are we looking for? 
� Adult volunteers (ages 21 and above), who are passionate and committed about racial harmony, and 

wish to be part of the movement bringing Singaporeans together as one people regardless of race, 
language or religion. 

� Keen to initiate and facilitate dialogue on inter-ethnic and inter-cultural issues, as well as racial harmony 
programmes for youth and community leaders. 

� Enjoys working with people of all races and religion, especially youth. 

 
How will we select? 
� Interested applicants are invited to submit an application form, and attend a selection interview 

conducted by the Lead Trainer and OnePeople.sg. 
� Selected candidates have to successfully complete the 4-day EiE Facilitator Course to become EiE 

Facilitators. 
 
What are expected of the EiE Facilitators? 
� Facilitate at least two residential 2-day EiE Basic Courses for Youth on a voluntary basis. 
� EiE Facilitators, who have conducted their first two Basic Courses, would receive an honorarium of 

S$100.00 for every course that they conduct subsequently. 
� EiE Facilitators may be invited to facilitate other racial harmony programmes of OnePeople.sg and its 

partners, subject to their interest and availability. 
 
What can the EiE Facilitators expect? 
� Continual learning and development through the quarterly EiE Facilitators’ Network Seminars, where EiE 

Facilitators may engage in dialogue with expert speakers from the academia, media, grassroots and 
other relevant fields. 

� Be part of an online community of practice to share resource materials, best practices, learning 
experiences, and exchange views on topical issues on race, ethnicity and multi-culturalism. 

� Be part of a movement of close-knit volunteers who share the same passion for promoting racial 
harmony and social cohesion in Singapore. 

 
How may the EiE Facilitator’s organisation benefit? 
� The EiE programme complements and augments the organisation’s own staff and volunteer 

development efforts, for example, by enhancing the staff’s or volunteer’s cultural competence in working 
with people of all races and nationalities. 

� The mindsets, knowledge, skills, experience and networks acquired stands the EiE Facilitator in good 
stead, and would be beneficial to the EiE Facilitator’s work in his own organisation.

BACKGROUND 
The Exploration in Ethnicity (EiE) programme was jointly 

developed by the National Institute of Education and 

the People’s Association to provide a platform to 

stimulate and facilitate honest, open and unreserved 

sharing and discourse on ethnicity in a multi-racial 

setting. 

 

Participants undergo a journey of self-discovery and 

exploration that opens their minds to the nuances and 

challenges of living in multi-racial and multi-cultural 

Singapore.   

 

EiE is a movement that enables participants to gain 

deeper understanding of the nature and manifestation 

of inter-ethnic relationships, as well as enhanced 

awareness of the presumptions, perceptions and 

attitudes in regard to ethnicity, through honest and open 

facilitated discussions and reflections. 

 

The EiE Facilitator Course is targeted at participants aged 

21 years old and above.  It is designed to train mature 

participants to facilitate the EiE Basic Courses for Youth.   

The 4-Day Facilitator Course will provide participants with 

the essential knowledge and the various tools required to 

facilitate the EiE Basic Courses.   

 

OBJECTIVES 
� To equip participants with the proper facilitation 

tools and mindset to facilitate the EiE Basic Courses 

for Youth. 

� To familiarise participants with the Basic Course 

modules and its delivery methods. 

� To provide participants with platforms to experience 

multicultural living and interaction. 

� To introduce participants to the basic definition and 

understanding of multiculturalism and inter-ethnic 

issues in Singapore.
